Explanatory Notes

1 This achievement standard is related to Geography, Forms 5-7: Syllabus for Schools, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 1990; and G6: Skills in Geography: Forms 5‑7: Teacher Resource Material, rev ed, Geographical Society’s Board of Geography Teachers and the Geography Resource Centre, 1992.

2 Assessment against this achievement standard will include a combination of skills, knowledge and geographic ideas.  Assessment will be selected from:

· how people perceive the use of resources
· the distribution patterns of farming and/or mining types

· how farming and/or mining operations function as systems; a system refers to inputs, processes, outputs and feedback

· the different ways people perceive the environmental impacts of farming and/or mining operations, and measures taken to resolve these impacts.

The demonstration of knowledge of a farming type within a country, or/and the extraction of a mineral within a country will meet the requirements of this achievement standard. The countries may be the same, or they may be different.  The student will be required to demonstrate knowledge of either a farming or a mining context for achievement, and knowledge of a farming and a mining context for achievement with merit and achievement with excellence.
3 Terms

· Describe means identify and outline.
· Describe in detail means identify and outline with the use of supporting evidence, (and justification may be required), to demonstrate understanding.
· Comprehensively examine relates to the application of skills, geographic ideas and supporting evidence to demonstrate understanding.
· Perceive the use of resources relates to the way individuals or groups view the use and management of any particular resource(s).

· Perception of environmental impacts refers to any of natural and cultural, renewable and non-renewable, and resource sustainability.

· Farming is a form of sustainable management.  This may include traditional farming types, such as dairying, but may also be extended to include other farming types, such as mussel/fish farming, silviculture and viticulture.

· Mining refers to the extraction of non-renewable mineral resources.

4 Māori concepts that relate to this achievement standard include, but are not limited to:

· kaitiakitanga

· tino Rangatiratanga

· aroha

· tikanga

· manaakitanga.
